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MMSWMD Tire policy 
 
 
Individuals: MMSWMD will charge $1.00 for tires 16" in diameter or smaller, and $5.00 for tires larger than 16" in 
diameter.  Tires on the rim will be charged two times the rate for their size ($2.00 for tires up to 16”, $10.00 for tires 
over 16”).  Anyone may bring up to fifty tires each year from their household or households in Region “H” to tire 
collections hosted by MMSWMD.  Tires for SUV’s and pickup tricks are considered small tires even if they are 
technically over 16” in diameter.  Bicycle tires, motorcycle tires, lawn tractor tires and other very small tires are 
charged at a rate proportional to their weight. 
 
For property owners that have an estimated 50 - 500 waste tires MMSWMD will contract with a firm to do an on-site 
cleanup of private property, if: 1. The property is deemed suitable for a cleanup by the Coordinator and the 
Executive Board, 2. The property owner will enter into an agreement to remove all waste tires from the property, to 
not collect, burn or bury tires in the future, and to allow the permitted tire hauler access to the tires, 3. The property 
owner agrees to pay a sum equivalent to the rate described above, as estimated by the Coordinator.  The 
Coordinator may count extraordinary labor efforts toward the removal of tires toward the property owner’s credit if 
approved by the Executive Board.  The tire hauler will be chosen from a list of approved tire haulers that have been 
selected from responding to a formal RFP. 
 

       
 
Non-profit cleanups: MMSWMD may agree to pay some or all tire removal and processing costs for non-profit 
organizations (IRS code 501(c)(3) or other tax exempt status) for defined cleanup projects.  The group must obtain 
MMSWMD approval before the project with an estimate of the tires.  MMSWMD may require the nonprofit 
organization to use a MMSWMD approved tire hauler or MMSWMD may allow the nonprofit organization to choose 
their own tire hauler, but the organization must present proof that the tire hauler chosen is permitted and that the 
tires will be taken to a permitted processing facility. 
 
Governments: Local governments that are members of the MMSWMD may bring waste tires collected from illegal 
public disposal sites or right of way free of charge if they host a tire collection or provide labor for a tire collection.  
 
If member governments wish to conduct their own curbside collection or on-site tire cleanup MMSWMD will accept 
them at a tire collection for the $1.00 per car tire/ $5.00 per truck or tractor tire (over 16") and double the price for 
tires with rims. 
 
MMSWMD will not take fleet tires or tires generated by member government vehicles for less than full cost.  
Governments that do curbside collections or on-site collections must demonstrate that they are encouraging 
citizens to pay for tire disposal at the time new tires are purchased, and that they are actively trying to prevent 
ineligible persons and all businesses from participating in tire collection or cleanup efforts.
